3 FACULTY

John wishes to define a faculty member, viz., David Niven. David will be teaching the courses, CS305 and
MATHCS (See Figure 4).

John first clicks the FACULTY & STUDENTS tab (Figure 1), then clicks Create Faculty or Student, then
selects Faculty, whereupon he is presented with the following screen:-

4 STUDENTS

John wishes to define a student, Hina Khan, who will be taking the courses, EE501 and MATHCS. To this
end, he clicks Create Faculty or Student, under the FACULTY & STUDENTS tab (Figure 1), then selects
Student, whereupon he sees the following screen:-
